	5. Tasks planned for implementation within the framework of the project: 

- attracting children to an active study of the artworks of Navahrudak artists;

- young artists' work presentation on heritage and attractions of the district;

- opening the exhibition hall of the best children’s artworks in the “Navahrudak Children’s Art School”;

	6. Target group: 

- students and teachers of the State Educational Establishment "Navahrudak Children's Art School";

- participants of art activities within the project;

- the leading artists of Navahrudak district and Hrodna region;

	7. Brief description of the project activities: 

In the base of the State Educational Establishment "Novogrudok Children's Art School" it is planned to hold a number of activities aimed to study the historical heritage of the district and support the children's artwork creation.

Plein air and expedition “Wheel of travel to historical places of Navahrudak district”.

Participants of the plein air will learn the works of the Navahrudak artists of the different epochs, as well as features and traditional methods of creating the artworks.

Open art-festival “Picturesque ruins of Navahrudak Castle” for students of art schools and children's art schools from other regions of Belarus.

The Art Inclusive Festival “The Mysterious Lake Sviciaz” for children with disabilities.

The best artwork will be displayed in the exhibition hall at the children’s art school.

The booklet “The ancient heritage in children’s drawing” will be published and will include the best artworks of young artists.

The information on the project will be distributed in mass media and social networks.
7.1. List of planned activities: 

1.Creation of a coordinating council and development of thesis and instructions for the activities;

2.Selection of participants of 3 target groups:

· among the students of the State Educational Establishment "Navahrudak Children's Art School";

· inviting students of art and children’s art schools to participate in planned activities;

· among the leading artists of Navahrudak district and Hrodna region;

3.Organization of the art contests and plein airs:

· holding art classes “The beautiful colours of the city” and inviting the leading specialists of educational institutions to exchange experiences, ideas, approaches in teaching children the fine arts;

4.Organizing the plein airs and festivals:

· within the activities it’s planned to hold field expeditions aimed to study the works of the artists of Navahrudak district of different epochs; 

· field plein airs to the facilities;

· study of historical art heritage;

· The distribution of the information on the project mass media: articles in the local newspaper “New Life”, distribution of the information on the project on school web-page and social networks;

5.The publishing of the  booklet “The ancient heritage in children’s drawing” 

· Preparing materials for publishing, data inputting;

6.Artwork exposition in the exhibition hall at the children’s art school.

	8. Expected results:

It’s expected that participants of the activities will study the history of the district, show their vision of the ancient monuments of art and express their impression in their works.

For children with disabilities it will be a possibility to creative comprehension of the world, perception of the mastery of others and their own. They will feel the support and involvement of society in their life.

Planned results:

To collect theoretical materials about the development of fine arts in the district, and later on, these materials are planned to be used in teaching practices;

Participants will have work experience of plein airs and expeditions;

The children’s artworks with their vision of the ancient heritage will make an input to the history of the district;

The local people and guests of the town will have an opportunity to visit the exhibition hall at the children’s art school, to visit the presentation of the best children’s artworks;

Opening the exhibition hall in art school for holding presentations, organizing the exhibitions of the thematic artworks of the young artists;

Publishing the booklet of the artworks “The ancient heritage in children’s drawings”;

       
The implementation of this project will allow the children's art school to open an exhibition hall, as well as to keep holding festivals of creativity for young artists with the aim to preserve and strengthen the cultural heritage of the region.
